Last year in 
Washington state, 3G wireless data traffic increased nearly 90 percent from 2008. The 
company installed 54 new cell sites and activated in 25 counties throughout 
Washington in 2009 to increase coverage and enhance 3G high-speed wireless 
services. Verizon expects to start rolling out the nation's first 4G Long Term Evolution 
wireless network beginning in Seattle and Boston this year. Verizon has 91 million 
customers and 83,000 employees. 
 
Jelinek could be next CEO for Costco Warehouse chain  
Craig Jelinek appears to be in line to succeed Costco Warehouse CEO Jim Sinegal, 
according to a report in the Seattle Times, today. Costco promoted Jelinek to 
president of the company in a move that appears to make him the heir apparent to 
Sinegal. There's no indication Sinegal, 74,  plans to retire soon, but analysts 
applauded Jelinek's promotion from executive vice president of merchandising, a role 
he's had since 2004, the Times said. Jelinek, 57, has been with Costco since 1984 
and joins the board of the nation's third-largest retailer. Costco operates a store in 
Clark County and plans a second one in east Vancouver. 
 
Camas shop Lily Atelier to branch out on 192nd Avenue   
Dawn Stanchfield, owner of downtown Camas women's boutiques Lily Atelier and 
Luxe, plans to open a third store, Lily Atelier Life+Style, in the 192nd Avenue Plaza 
shopping center under construction at Southeast 192nd and 20th Street. 
Stanchfield chose the east Vancouver location for visibility, she said. Her 1,000-
square-foot gift and accessory shop is expected to open in August as one of eight 
tenants signed on to occupy space in the two-building center. Lily Atelier opened in 
2003 at 237 N.E. Fourth Ave. in Camas. Luxe opened next door in 2007. The 
businesses employ five full- and part-time sales associates.
